Councilor Allan, on behalf of the Candle Lake Watershed Stewards,
provided a verbal repori and document package at the April 6, 2009
Meeting of Council and requested the support of Council for the
recomumendation to transfer the ownership and operation of the Candle
Lake Fishway from the Minisiry of Environment to the Saskatehewan
‘Watershed Authority. The proposed new operating guidelines will
recommend and allow for the Fishway to be open on a year round basis,
with fine-tuning of the lake levels in conjunction with the dam, providing
for a continwous natural flow to the Torch River.

Council requested additional time to review the package prior to forwarding
a letter of support, Since that time, Council has reviewed the package and
agreed to forward a letter supporting the recommendation, A copy of the
letter to the Minister of Environment supporting the transfer was reviewed,

The Ministry of Environment has approved the request of the Resort Village for
an amendment to the ‘Permit to Operate a Waste Disposal Ground”® to allow

for the storing and treating of hydrocarbon contaminated soil, in accordance
with the Ministry’s *Guidelines for Treatment and Disposal of Petrolenm
Contaminated Soils at Municipal Waste Disposal Grounds®,

An agreement between the Resort Village of Candle Lake and Dan and Gail
Jackson has been drafied to allow for the storage and treatment of hydrocarbon
contaminated soils at the landfill. The soils will be excavated from the site of
C & 8 Services, The agreement was reviewed and amendments agreed to as
follows:

= The haul will be made to the landfill using the Main Street to Industrial
Drive access, with road conditions being monitored. Should it be necessary to
stop the use of this access, the haul will continue using Highway 265 to the
Junction of Highway 120 to Indusirial Drive.

= A clause will be added to allow for the use of clay overburden from the
Resort Village gravel lease situated along Main Street, with the clay being
used as replacement fill at the C & 8 site. If sand is required for fill and

is available at the Resort Village lease site, the sand will be purchased by

the remediator at a rate consistent with local prices, which at present is
approximately $12,00 per yard, The removal of clay from the lease will

be done at no cost to the Resort Village.

Emergency Preparedness
Guides will be available to the public. Mr. Buckoski will be collecting
names from those willing to act as *subdivision captains® as part of the
Resort Village emergency planning process and procedures.

Mayor Toporowski reported on a *Wildfire Preparedness Workshop®

that was attended by representatives of the Resort Village and held in
Prince Albert on May 5, 2009, Some simple suggestions for prevention
of fire included yard cleanup and removal of dry leaves and branches from
under decks and near homes, enclosure of areas under cabins that are on
blocks and storage of fuels away from buildings. Meetings have been
held with Health Committee members and plans are underway for the
development of an emergency plan for the Resort Village.

-Fire Chief Hovdebo reported a grass fire since the last meeting,

Chief Hovdebo, Assistant Chief Del Epp and Wes Harker attended

the Fire Chief’s Conference held in Prince Albert, where the province
announced that each fire department will receive two radios, at no

cost, when the new system is implemented. As well, there will be some form
of subsidy to municipalities for the monthly operating costs of the radios.

The 4™ annual Protective Services Day will be held on Sunday, May 17, 2009
The event provides education and awareness of fire prevention and
includes information booths and preseniations,

Couneilor Allan reporied no further information on the proposed
transfer of ownership and operation of the Candle Lake Fishway.

May Clinic days are scheduled for May 5%, 12" and 19", 2009,

Carol Jorgenson provided a written report to Council. CiB will be
distributing trees provided through Sask. Power at the Welcome
to the Lake 2009 celebrations. The “Profile’ book will also be on
display. Work is still in progress for the kiosk and map.

Beach clean-up days at Waskateena and Minowukaw have been
Scheduled, in co-operation with TPCS, for May 26™, June 30™ and
August 4%, Watershed Steward members will also take part in

the clean-up.

“COMPENSATION Meeting of Council held March 6, 2006, Concern was also expressed with
a 2006 commititee recommendation that the they install stuceo on their car wash
building. The purchasers apreed to this recommendation.

The agreement for sale of the commercial property from the Resort Village

to Brian Matrtin and Patrick Desroches included the provision of Single Phase
electricity to the outer edpe of the purchaser’s property line, however the
purchasers required 3 Phase electricity. At the time of power installation,

it has been determined that the additional cost to the Resort Village for installation
of 3 Phase, rather than single phase to the commercial area was approximately
$14,000, The Purchasers agreed to pay $4,500.00 towards the cost of 3 Phase
installation and this is indicated in the March 6, 2006 meeting minutes, The
minutes also state that the balance of the costs for 3 Phase power will “later

be recovered from the sales of the other lots",

Council diseussion regarding compensation included the following:

- Mo other properties in the Bayview Commercial area require 3 phase power

- The sales agreement called for only single phase power

- The sales agreement for Martin and Desroches allows for five years of
property tax exemption whereas properlies purchased since 2006 have
been taxable from possession date.

- The remaining commercial properties were advertised for sale and sold

- for prices equivalent to the purchase price for the car wash property,

and a defined period included in the sales agreement for substantial
completion of the boilding projects, as proposed in the offers to purchase.

= The balance of the additional costs for 3 Phase power have been recovered
through the sale of the remaining lots.
